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PREVENTING LEGIONNAIRES’ DISEASE – IS YOUR BUSINESS LIABLE?

At HOTELYMPIA 2006 (19-23 February) TM Electronics (UK) Ltd showcases its new Water Temperature Kit, designed for the growing number of establishments affected by the Health & Safety Executive’s (HSE) guidance on Legionnaire’s disease - a potentially lethal form of pneumonia.

Legionnella bacterium multiplies in water between 20-45 °C and is usually found in stagnant water.  Of particular concern to the foodservice and hospitality trade are hot and cold water systems, humidifiers, air conditioning units, spa baths and ponds.

Previously, establishments with water systems using less than 300 litres were exempt, but now all commercial or workplace premises – regardless of their size – are expected to identify any risk of contamination and to prevent or control it. 

UK manufacturers, TM Electronics have responded with a handy portable kit for monitoring both standing water and the surface of pipes and tanks.  The kit includes an easy-to-use waterproof thermometer with the relevant temperature probes, a temperature log book and an information booklet on Legionnaires’ disease.

Water Temperature Kits are already being used by local authorities in leisure centres, schools, museums and parks.  The HSE also recommend risk assessments by hoteliers, B&B, guest house and camping and caravan site owners, private and cost-sector landlords and managing agents.  Of particularly high risk are hospitals, nursing and care homes and hostels, where residents or clients may be more vulnerable to the disease.
